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What Do I Need from a Car Sale?
1. Bill of Sale
· A document that shows you bought the car, including the price and car details.
2. Title
· The document that proves you own the car. Make sure it’s signed over to you by the seller.
· The Bill of Sale is often attached to the title.
3. Registration
· Proof that the car is registered in your name. You will need to visit a local DMV office to complete this. Keep this in your car stored in a safe place.
4. Vehicle History Report
· A report showing the car’s history, including any accidents or issues. This helps ensure the car is in good condition and can save you a lot of money later.
5. Warranty Documents (if applicable)
· If the car comes with a warranty, make sure you have all the related documents.
6. Insurance
· Proof of car insurance. You need this to legally drive the car and protect yourself in case of accidents. Shop around for a good deal!
7. Keys
· All sets of keys for the car, including any spare keys. Make sure that any battery-operated keys have fresh batteries!
8. Owner’s Manual
· The manual that comes with the car includes important information about how to operate and maintain it. Keep this next to your registration in a sealed bag to protect them.
9. Receipts for Any Repairs or Maintenance
· If the seller did any recent repairs or maintenance, get the receipts for those.
10. Contact Information of the Seller
· Make sure you have the seller’s contact information in case you need to reach them later. Don’t forget this step! You might want to ask them about any number of things!


Questions to Ask the Seller:
1. Vehicle History:
a. Has the car been in any accidents?
b. Can you provide a vehicle history report (e.g., Carfax)?
c. Are there any previous recalls on this model?
2. Ownership and Title:
a. How many previous owners has the car had?
b. Is there a clear title?
c. Do you own the car outright?
d. Are you able to provide all the necessary paperwork for the sale?
3. Condition and Maintenance:
a. Can you provide service and maintenance records?
b. Has the car undergone any recent repairs or maintenance?
c. Are there any known issues or pending repairs?
4. Test Drive and Inspection:
a. Can I take the car for a test drive?
b. Is it possible to have the car inspected by an independent mechanic?
5. Warranty and Return Policy:
a. Is there any remaining manufacturer’s warranty, or do you offer any warranty?
b. What happens if I find issues after purchase?
6. Pricing and Fees:
a. What is the final price of the car, including taxes, fees, and other costs?
b. Are there any additional dealer fees or hidden charges?
7. Ownership Costs:
a. What is the car's estimated fuel efficiency (MPG)?
b. Can you provide information on the expected maintenance costs for this model?
8. Features and Options:
a. Are all features and options (like GPS, heated seats, etc.) functioning properly?
b. Have any aftermarket modifications been made to the car?
